



Supervisor for the medically assisted reproduction laboratory (M/F)

To reinforce our existing team, we are looking for a Supervisor for the medically assisted reproduction laboratory (M/F).
General description of the position
The laboratory for medically assisted reproduction, integrated in the Fertility Clinic, manages all procedures related to assisted reproduction including the preservation of fertility.

The Fertility Clinic ensures conventional activities in assisted reproduction (inseminations, IVF/ICSI, gamete and embryo cryopreservation). The Clinic also conducts programs for gamete and embryo donation, for preimplantation genetic diagnosis, assists couples carrier of viral diseases and conducts programs for oncofertility. 

The supervisor of the laboratory is part of the team and reports to the manager of the human cells and tissue bank for reproduction and to the head of the Fertility Clinic. 
He/she organizes the activities of the laboratory, supports and develops the team and has a technical and scientific responsibility. 
Main responsibilities 
· Daily organization of the activities in all its aspects (planning of activities, stock management of materials and reactives) 
· Technical responsibility for all manipulations in the laboratory 

· Responsibility for a good adequation between the selected methods and the medical needs 
· Responsibility for the evolution of methods and techniques in the field with regard to the evolution of knowledge and scientific means in collaboration with the manager of the human cells and tissue bank for reproduction 

· Participation in the application of the quality system of the laboratory 

· Participation in the activity program for clinical research, stimulation of the education and development, validation and redaction of technical processes
· Respect of the application of obligations as prescribed by laws and regulations regarding banks for human tissues. 
Main tasks 

· Managing the team and preserving a healthy work environment which stimulates the team spirit 
· Controlling the pre-analytical and analytical processes (collection, transportation, storage), performing analyses and the technical validation (spermograms, identification and recovery of ovocytes in follicular fluids, fertilization of gametes (IVF/ICSI), cryopreservation of gametes and embryos, etc)
· Ensuring and participating in continuous training of the team members in order to have at all time the necessary skills to perform the duties of the laboratory.
